FORENSIC FEATURES OF THE PROCESS OF DETECTING AND VERIFYING
MESSAGES ON ENVIRONMENTAL CRIMES

Vasilyeva M.A., Candidate of Juridical Sciences (Ph.D.), Associate Professor,
Moscow Academy of the Investigative Committee of the Russian Federation

Abstract: the article on the example of environmental crimes emphasizes the relevance of research on such a
negative social phenomenon as the latency of crimes. Reserves for optimizing the situation are seen in improving
the quality of the activities of law enforcement agencies to detect and verify reports of such crimes. The novelty of
the work is determined by the fact that the level of generalization of the problem under consideration is raised to
the description of the features of a large population (group) of environmental crimes, and not their individual
types. The author analyses and summarizes information on modern typical sources of information on the presence
of signs of environmental crimes, on the authorities authorized to verify information and make a decision on such a
fact, a typical list of actions taken by them to verify reports of such crimes. Special attention is paid in the article to
the activation of the work of investigators with citizens, aimed at changing the position of indifference to environ-
mental crimes, especially related to the seizure of natural resources, to increase their ecological culture. The au-
thor notes that the difficulties in verifying reports of a crime are manifested in the delay of the time allotted to it.
Ways are proposed to improve these activities of law enforcement agencies, in particular those related, firstly, to
the increased use of specialized knowledge, both criminalistic and forensic, from other fields of expertise, and sec-
ondly, to the improvement of the quality of inspections of incident sites. Typical errors during inspections are the
lack of necessary specialists who can provide effective assistance in detecting, fixing and removing traces, the su-
perficiality of recording information in the investigative protocol.
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
